Hello Lebanon Family, 
 
December is the month that we celebrate the birth of Jesus Christ.  There 
are parties to go to and family to see, presents to buy, and much work to 
be done.  It is important to remember that during this busy season the One 

that we are celebrating is Jesus Christ.  I would encourage you to remember whose birthday it is 
that we celebrate together. 

 
One way to remember Jesus birthday is to give to the Lottie Moon Christmas offering.  This 
offering goes 100% to supplies, equipment, and salaries of the over 5,000 missionaries that 
Southern Baptist have overseas.  The majority of the money they receive comes from this 
offering.  Last year we contributed over $15,000.  I hope that you will seek God’s guidance and 
contribute at least a little more than what you gave in 2008.  Just as a reminder this is an 
offering, it should be above what we already give the church as a tithe. 
 
In looking ahead at the calendar for this month I wanted to mention a few specific events.  On 
Wednesday night December 2 Dewana Holt will be leading the international mission study.  
This helps us to learn and appreciate what our Lottie Moon gifts support and to a better 
understanding of what missionaries do.  Also that night, for our Wednesday night supper, we 
will be doing a fund raiser for the Korean Baptist Church in Fayetteville.  All proceeds will help 
them with the design and building of their sanctuary. 

 
There are special events each Sunday night in December.  On December 6 we will have a time 
of worship and singing Christmas carols and looking at the meaning of some of the decorations 
of the Chrismon tree.  We will begin at 5:30, our normal starting time for Sunday night.  On 
Sunday night December 13 we will have the cantata presented by the sanctuary choir.  On 
December 20 we will be led by our children’s choir and LYRIC.  Both the service on December 
13 and December 20 will begin at 6:00. 

 
One final service of note is the Christmas Eve service at 6:00.  This is a special time to gather as 
a church family and take a break from our busy schedules and worship God and thank Him for 
sending His Son to die for us. 

 
Finally, I always like to remind myself that there is no Christmas without Easter.  Jesus’ birth is 
significant because He provided the sacrifice we need to have a restored relationship with God 
on this earth and through all eternity.  Jesus gave up being in heaven to take on the form of a 
bondservant so that we could fellowship with God and live forever in heaven. I pray that all of 
us be grateful for the gift of life we have when we reflect on the birth of our Savior, the New 
Born King.
