Hello Lebanon Family, 
 

January gives a sense that we can start new.  We have a chance to 
recommit to those things that we need to do but have not pursued in 
recent months.  As we look forward to a new year there are a few 
things I would like to highlight. 

 

On Wednesday nights we will be looking at the January Bible Study.  This year it is on 
the parables of the kingdom as recorded in Matthew.  Through this study I hope we have 
a better understanding of God’s kingdom and what that means for our individual lives 
lived for Him 
 

On Sunday nights we will be learning how to study the Bible.  The goal is to help us 
have a systematic way to study a passage and better understand what God desires us to 
know about Him.  God’s Word reveals His truth through the Holy Spirit, but God 
expects us to make an effort to understand Scripture. 
 

On Sunday mornings we will continue to work our way through the book of Isaiah.  I 
hope everyone will be encouraged by prophesies made years ago that are still relevant 
for us today.  This series will likely take us through the end of August. 
 

On a broader scale I hope that as we go through this year that each of us will be able to 
look back on 2010 as a year that we grew closer in our relationship to God, His church, 
and His people.  It is with a greater sense of who God is and what that means each day 
in my life that allows me to walk according to the path that He has planned for me.  
Walking this path leads to a closer walk with God and allows me to have better 
fellowship with Him. 
 

This year, I pray that God gives each of us a better heart for the lost people around us.  I 
want to challenge you to have one visitor each month visit the church.  Sure many will 
say no and many may only come once.  Remember, we are not responsible for the 
change in someone’s life that only comes from the Holy Spirit.  We are expected, 
however, to build disciples, which includes providing the lost with an opportunity to 
hear the Gospel.  If we expect everyone else to do outreach and we never reach out 
ourselves, we get to a point where no additional families are joining the church. 
 

Finally, as we look at the Great Commission in Matthew 28, we are commanded to 
make disciples.  This is done by going, teaching, and baptizing.  All of these must be 
intentional in our personal lives.  It is not just a function of the church it is the purpose 
of the church to build others.  We can only achieve this as we all do our part.  Seek the 
role that God has for you in serving Lebanon Baptist Church.  Join us as we seek to Win 
people to Christ for baptism, Build people through Bible study and discipleship, and 
Send people into the world with a heart to reach the lost.  This is how to be an individual 
and a church that God blesses and works through.  As Christ promises us in these verses, 
it is His power that is with us wherever we go and we know it is His power that changes 
people’s lives.  We are only asked to be faithful and obedient to God’s commands.
